Amazon last month announced plans to open a four-story fulfllment center

in Beaumont, designed to accommodate the company’s newest robotics.

With its mezzanines, Lynch said the Beaumont building will ft two million

square feet of inventory. The company is projecting more than 1,000 people

will work there.

Could this Moreno Valley warehouse ever be converted to be a robotic

fulfllment center?

“Maybe,” Lynch said. “There was a time in 2014 when this was state of the

art. And now we’re four years after that and there’s a new state of the art.”

The facility will be closed on Christmas Day.
